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The Youth Theatre is open to all young people between the ages of 5 and 16 (subject to availability). The only requirement is an enthusiasm for theatre!

The Lights will provide group leaders who are experienced drama professionals. Weekly workshops will cover exercises, theatre games, role-play and stagecraft, with each group working towards a public performance at The Lights.

At times, weekly sessions will be led by visiting theatre professionals covering such aspects of theatre as Stage Combat, Costume Design, Lighting & Sound, Mask Work, Audition Techniques, etc.

Members are expected to show commitment to the Youth Theatre and are required to agree and sign a code of conduct, which we ask to be countersigned by a parent or guardian.

What does it cost?
